Tiger Woods — Woods is the favorite, always. 3 top 10s in his last 5 starts.

Rory Mcllroy — Mcliroy is the hottest player on the planet with 3 wins in his last 4 starts, including
back to back wins in his last 2 events, the Deutsche Bank and the BMW.

Jim Furyk — Furyk is on a trend and won this event 2 years ago.

Phil Mickelson — Mickelson has back to back top 5 finishes coming into this event and he has 3 top
10s in his last 4 starts at the Tour Championship.

Dustin Johnson — Johnson finished in the top 10 in each of his last 3 events played, Barclay’s,
Deutsche Bank and BMW.

Louis Oosthuizen — Oosthuizen has 3 top 10s in his last 5 starts.
Bubba Watson — Watson finished in the top 20 in 4 of his last 5 starts. He’s on a trend as well.

Bo Van Pelt — van Pelt is on a trend and is on a trend for his finishes at the Tour Championship as

well.

Ryan Moore — Moore has back to back top 10 finishes coming into the Tour Championship and

finished in the top 10 in his only start here over the past 5 years.

Adam Scott — Scott finished 7™ at the Deutsche Bank, then 6™ at the BMW, he’s on a top 10 trend.
Scott also finished in the top 10 last year at the Tour Championship.
