Colonial Picks 2015

Colonial picks are based on recent performance and historical performance at the event. Picks can be
verified by checking out the statistics page on the web site. Others to consider are based on other
various factors, stats, trends, etc.

Zach Johnson — Johnson is on a trend with a 13" finish at The Players a couple weeks ago.
Johnson has 2 wins and 2 top 4 finishes at this event in the past 5 years.

Jordan Spieth — Spieth has a win, a 2" and 2 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events
played. Spieth finished 14" at Colonial last year and he finished 7" in 2013.

Chris Kirk — Kirk is on a trend and finished 13" last week at Quail Hollow. Kirk finished 14™ at
Colonial last year and 5™ in 2012.

John Senden — Senden has consecutive top 10 finishes in his most recent 2 events played.
Senden finished 5" at Colonial last year and he finished 8" in 2011.

Kevin Chappell — Chappell is on a trend with a 16" finish last week at Quail Hollow. Chappell
finished 10" last year at this tourney.

Geoff Ogilvy — Ogilvy is another player on a trend with a 7t place finish last week. Ogilvy also
has 2 top 20 finishes at the Colonial over the last 3 times he’s played the event.

Pat Perez — Perez has top 30 finishes in each of his 5 most recent events played. Perez’s best
finish in the last 5 years at Colonial is 10" in 2010...

Paul Casey — Casey had 3 consecutive top 10s prior to his WD at The Players. Casey missed
the cut at Colonial last year and finished 13™in 2010 - the only time he’s played in the last 5
years.

Ryan Palmer — Palmer finished 5™ at Colonial last year and in 2012, 14™ in 2013. Palmer has
a12™ place finish and a 6" finish in his most recent 5 events played (both least recent though).

Robert Streb — Streb is on a trend and finished 4™ last week at Quail Hollow. Streb finished
38" at Colonial last year after missing the cut in 2013.
