Jordan Spieth — Spieth has 2 wins in his most recent 2 starts, including The Open
Championship. Spieth finished 3" at Bridgestone last year and he was 10" in 2015.

Dustin Johnson — Johnson is on a trend coming into this event and he is the defending
champion.

Brooks Koepka — Koepka has 2 top 10 finishes in his most recent 2 events played, including a
win (U.S. Open). Koepka finished 6™ at Bridgestone in 2015.

Rory Mcllroy — Mcllroy is on a trend coming into this tourney with a 4™ finish at The Open 2
weeks ago. Mcllroy won this tourney in 2014.

Matt Kuchar — Kuchar has 3 top 5 finishes in his most recent 5 events played. Kuchar finished
3 at Bridgestone last year and he finished 8™ in 2012.

Henrik Stenson — Stenson is on a trend coming into this event and he’s 4 top 30 finishes in
his most recent 5 events played. Stenson has 2 top 10s at Bridgestone over the past 4 years.

Rickie Fowler — Fowler has 3 top 10 finishes in his most recent 4 events played. Fowler has 3
top 10s at Bridgestone over the past 3 years.

Marc Leishman — Leishman has 4 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events played,
including 2 top 10s. Leishman finished 3" at Bridgestone in 2014.

Tommy Fleetwood — Fleetwood has 4 top 10s in his most recent 5 events played.

Charley Hoffman — Hoffman is on a trend coming into this event to go along with 3 top 10s
in his most recent 5 events played.
