Rory Mcllroy — Mcllroy has 4 top 5 finishes in his most recent 4 events played. Mcllroy is the
defending champion.

lan Poulter — Poulter has 4 top 10 finishes in his most recent 4 events played. Poulter’s best finish at
Bay Hill over the past 5 years is 20" in 2014.

Michael Thompson — Thompson has 5 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events played (3 top 10s).

Rickie Fowler — Fowler has a runner up and a win in his most recent 3 events played. Fowler finished
14™ at Bay Hill last year and he finished 12" at Bay Hill in 2017.

Jason Day — Day has 3 top 15 finishes in his most recent 3 events played (2 top 5s). Day has 4 top 25
finishes in the past 4 years at this event, including a win in 2016.

Brooks Koepka — Koepka is on a trend coming into this tourney with a 2™ finish last week at Honda.
Koepka has 2 top 10 finishes in his most recent 3 events played.

Marc Leishman — Leishman has 3 top 5 finishes in his most recent 5 events played. Leishman won Bay
Hill in 2017, he finished 7" last year and 17" in 2016.

Lucas Glover — Glover has 3 top 15 finishes in his most recent 4 events played (2 top 10s). Glover
finished 7™ at this tourney in 2017.

Tommy Fleetwood - Fleetwood is on a trend coming into this event with 2 top 20 finishes in his most
recent 4 events played. Fleetwood finished 10™ at Bay Hill in 2017 (he was 26™ last year).

Bryson DeChambeau — DeChambeau has 4 top 15 finishes in his most recent 5 events played (3 top
10s, including a win). DeChambeau finished 2" at Bay Hill last year.
